
 
 

Student Bus Rules 
 
WNS students must respect the bus and monitor, raise their hands when they 
need assistance and keep the bus clean and tidy.  Eating is prohibited, but 
drinking is acceptable if the bottle is plastic and has a spout. 
 
Students must immediately leave the bus when it arrives at the school and go 
straight to the bus when they are dismissed in the afternoon.  They must get on 
and off the bus in a safe and orderly manner.  When the bus is moving they must 
remain seated at all times. 
 
Students must not be rowdy, rude or excessively noisy and they must not 
damage the bus in any way.  They must not gesture, lean out of or throw things 
from of the windows. 
 
Students breaking the bus rules will be banned from using the bus service.  A 
note shall be issued to the parents identifying the offence and the number of 
days that the student will be prohibited from using the bus.  Parents can defer the 
prohibited days by up to three days after the offence has been committed.
